
Curbside Collection Details
Place your recyclable paper, plastic, cans, glass 
and cardboard loose in the County provided blue 
container. Material in plastic bags will NOT be 
collected. Material must be clean, empty and dry. Lids 
and labels can stay on.

General Tips for Set-Out

•	 Recycling containers are for recycling ONLY.  
Trash and yard trim placed out in recycling 
containers will NOT be collected.

•	 Place carts and items within 5 feet of the nearest 
public road.

•	 Items must be placed out before 6am of  
collection day.

•	 County issued blue recycling containers  
MUST STAY AT THE ASSIGNED ADDRESS.

Place carts and items within 5 feet of the nearest public road by 6 a.m.  

Paper: office paper, newspaper, mail,  
milk cartons

Paper: disposable plates & cups, ice cream 
containers, wax paper

Plastic: bottles, containers and plastic playsets

Metal: aluminum and steel cans,   
EMPTY aerosol cans

Glass: bottles and jars

Cardboard: clean and flattened

Metal: scrap metal, wires and hangers

Glass: window glass, mirrors

Cardboard: food stained cardboard,  
foam packaging
