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DO NOT:
   Touch stray animals.
   Get close to wild animals.
   Touch dead animals.

DO:
   Call a parent if you see a 		
   wild animal nearby.
   Tell a parent if you are    	
   bitten or scratched by        	
   any animal.

Look out for:
Animals with foam at the mouth.
Animals that act tired, sick or angry.
