ROBBERY COMMERCIAL 
BEAT D5   ZIPS DRY CLEANERS, 10700 LITTLE PATUXENT PKWY, 5/30 1941: Two armed suspects with 
their faces covered entered the business, confronted an employee and demanded money. The 
employee complied.
