Eligibility Requirements
Applicant must:

+  be between 15-18 years old.

« have at least a 2.0 grade point average.

«  provide a letter of recommendation from
a faculty member at his or her school.

» write a one-page typed essay on why
you want to participate in the YPA.

« have a complete physical examination prior to
the start of the academy.

+  pass a thorough background examination and
have had no adverse police contact.

Although there is no residency requirement,
preference is given to Howard County residents.
